A court
decision grants custody of the child to the mother and a right of access to the father. The mother sues to limit the father’s right of access.

Case B — Transnational situation where you are a lawyer in Member State A: Two persons have lived together unmarried in a Member State (Member State

B) for a number of years. They have a child together but separate immediately after the child’s birth. A court decision in Member State B gives the child’s
custody to the mother with a right of access to the father. The mother and the child move to live in another Member State (Member State A) as authorised to
do so by the Court decision and the father remains in Member State B. A few years later, the mother sues in Member State A to change the father’s right of
access.

Case A — National situation: A company delivered goods worth EUR 20 000. The seller has not been paid because the buyer considers that the goods do not
conform to what was agreed.

The seller decides to sue to obtain the full payment of the price.

Case B — Transnational situation: A company whose head office is located in Member State B delivers goods worth 20 000 euro to buyer in Member State A.
The contract is subject to Member State B’s law and written in Member State B’s language. This seller has not been paid because the buyer located in
Member State A considers that the goods do not conform to what was agreed. The seller decides to sue in Member State A to obtain full payment of the
price as provided for under the contract with the buyer.

Case Study number 5 — Commercial law — Liability — Czech Republic

In this case study on commercial law — liability, Member States were asked to advise the customer on litigation costs in the following situations:

Case A — National situation: A manufacturer of heating equipment delivers a boiler to an installer. The installer sells the boiler to a customer and installs it in
the customer’s house. The house catches fire shortly thereafter. Every participant (heating equipment manufacturer, installer, end-customer) is insured. The
origin of the fire is contested. Nobody wants to compensate the customer.

The customer decides to sue for full compensation the heating equipment manufacturer, the heating equipment installer and the insurance companies.

Case B — Transnational situation: A heating equipment manufacturer in Member State B delivers a boiler to an installer in Member State C. The installer sells
the boiler on to a customer in Member State A and installs it in his/her house. The house catches fire shortly thereafter. Each one of the parties involved
(manufacturer of heating equipment, installer, end-customer) is insured by an insurance company in that party’s own Member State. The origin of the fire is
contested. Nobody wants to compensate the customer.

The customer decides to sue the heating equipment manufacturer, the heating equipment installer and the insurance company in Member State A for full
compensation in Member State A.
